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Portions of Bear Mountain and Harriman
State Parks remain closed as of February
2024 (purple shading) due to significant
damage from an extreme rainfall event in
July 2023.

Shaded areas are closed to the public and
hiking is not permitted with the exception of
trails shown as red lines on the map.

Appalachian Trail thru-hikers can follow the
yellow-highlighted route to detour around
Bear Mountain.

Be aware additional road and parking area
closures may exist in this area.
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
